Chapter Educatorõs Chapter Educatorõs 

This past month four chapter members participated in an Experienced Rider 

Course òERCó. The course allowed us to practice numerous riding skills that I feel 

are mandatory for staying out of harms way on the highways and byways where we 

enjoy our riding. The instructor òJim Tenisonó did a great job at demonstrating, 

coaching and describing the techniques of these skill sets; hats off to you Jim, a 

rider coach of 30+ years. The #1 trouble spot for riders is braking in a corner or 

should I say not braking in the corner. The instructions given in the course are 

that all braking should be done in the pre -turn which would allow you to roll on the 

throttle from the center of the turn to the exit. Thatõs all good except when you 

find yourself needing to brake in the corner, then what? Well, as coached in the 

course you should straighten the bike from the lean and then apply the brakes, 

sounds easy right. The point I am trying to make here is that the time to practice 

these skills is in a controlled environment.  That way when you are not in that con-

trolled environment any longer and an obstacle arises before you muscle memory 

and situational awareness take over and could very well save your life or that of 

your co-rider.  The one question that was brought that seemed to strike interest 

the most was about scraping the riderõs foot rest; this is in regards to the lean 

angle of the motorcycle. Well you might have to search your memory bank for this 

one but the way I view it is in the old school low -rider circles, they had ¼ inch 

chrome rods at all four corners of the car called curb finders ð self explanatory 

right? Well, on a motorcycle the riderõs foot rests are spring loaded (they should 

move freely with only the resistance of the spring) and when you hear or feel that 

in contact with the road surface it means that you are approaching the maximum 

lean angle of that particular bike (Lean Angle Finder - LAF).
