A Little Byte from the Educators

This past month 8 chapter members went to Killeen for the Texas 

District Rally and all participated in the rider education program.  

There will be several members who will be able to progress in the lev-

els program due to their involvement in the activities at the rally, way 

to go guys and gals!  

The Rider Education Program (REP) is always an ongoing program as I 

stated in last months article and we and the staff would encourage all 

to participate.  That being said we the staff have decided that all 

members that wish to enroll and participate in the program which is at 

no charge for levels I -III if you do not desire the patches and pins.  

But should you desire patches and pins the chapter will forego the 

cost of them for all that enroll in the REP.  This for now will be limited 

to those who enroll before or at the June 12 th  general meeting.  Please 

have the following information on hand: member number, drivers li-

cense with motorcycle endorsement, total lifetime miles ridden on the 

street (even prior to being a GWRRA member), safe miles since being 

a GWRRA member (Safe Miles = miles ridden without or since last ac-

cident, that resulted in First Aid Treatment, Police Accident Report 

or Insurance Claim).  We would really like to see 100% participation in 

the REP, remember it could be the life of you, a loved one or a com-

plete stranger that could be changed by YOU and the knowledge 

gained from the REP.  

Well, as the riding season is now upon us and we discuss the REP and 

benefits of tuning up our riding skills what about the condition of your 

motorcycle?  This past month while at the district rally in a seminar 

we participated in one of the lady co -riders stated that it was her du-

ties as per her rider to perform the òT-CLOCSó inspection of the bike 

and I first thought that to be a little harsh.  I have since reflected on 

that thought many times and have found it to be a rather wise deci-

sion on the riderõs part.  Now ladies (most generally the co-rider) donõt 

throw rocks at me yet, because you have something at stake here too 

donõt you?  When was the last time that you knew your rider had in-

spected the bike before you both got aboard and went for a ride?   



You both have your health and well being at stake here right, so would 

it really be of a disadvantage for you to become familiar with the mo-

torcycle that you both enjoy.  I am blessed to be able to have the skill 

sets and knowledge to do the necessary maintenance and repairs to 

our own bikes although occasionally Debbie will inquire about a certain 

procedure and it will  

make me go back and re-check my work, just because I do not want to 

put either one of us at risk!  I would like to encourage all to take a lit-

tle time and become familiar with your bikes; your ownerõs manual is a 

great source of information.  

There are two items on the òT-CLOCSó that I personally think a many 

of motorcyclist seem to have overlooked or just not give the neces-

sary attention to and that is tire inflation and Hydraulic fluids (brake/

clutch).  I will not personally go into this matter but below are two 

different links that I find to be some good information regarding 

these matters you might consider reading. I am not saying that tires 

and brakes are the only thing that is mechanically important on our 

scooters but they sure are high on my list.
